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About the Symposium

In the early 1980s, the research on History of Christian Colleges in China was
initiated and actively promoted by Prof. Zhang Kaiyuan. The first International
Symposium held in June 1989 in CCNU marked a milestone of the Chinese Christian
College history studies in this field. In 1992, Prof. Zhang founded the Research Center
for History of Chinese Church University, which was renamed as the Research Center
for East-West Cultural Exchange in 2001.

This symposium aims to celebrate the 30th anniversary of the first international
conference in June 1989. It is jointly organized by the Research Center for East-West
Cultural Exchange and the Institute of Modern Chinese History in CCNU, College of
History and Culture in Shandong University, College of Liberal Arts in Shanghai
University and Harvard-Yenching Institute.

The main theme of this symposium is Retrospect and Prospect: Cultural
Interactions between the East and the West Through the Christian Colleges, while the
sub-topics include but not limited to:

(1) Christian Colleges and Modernization of Chinese Education;

(2) Research on School System and Management Mode of Christian Colleges;

(10)  Comparative Studies on Christian Colleges in China and other countries
and areas;

(11)  Research on Big Data Analysis of Christian Colleges in Modern China;

(12)  Research on Modern Western Cultural and Educational Organizations such
as United Board for Christian Higher Education in Asia, Harvard-Yenching Institute,
and Yale-China Association;
